The area will afford convenient access to a 
variety of entertainment options for members who wish to arrive before or stay after 
conference, attractions such as shopping and dining at Newport on the Levee to 
baseball at the Great American Ball Park to the Newport Aquarium. A reduced room 
rate of $95 will be available for Delta Omicron members who attend.

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Music Education the Keynote at  
the National Music Council  

2007 Annual Meeting  
and American Eagle Awards Luncheon

The National Music Council held its 2007 annual meeting Thursday, 
May 24th at The Supper Club in Manhattan. Epsilon Province President, 
Desirée Baxter, represented Delta Omicron, one of almost 50 national music 
organizations. The Council is a forum for the free discussion of U.S. music 
affairs and problems. Founded in 1940, the Council provides for the exchange 
of information and coordination of efforts between its member organizations 
and works to strengthen the importance of music in American life and 
culture. NMC member organizations encompass all areas of professional and 
commercial musical activity.

The annual meeting included a review of the Council’s work with the 
International Music Council, reports from member organizations, and 
assessments of its advocacy not only for music education, but for composers 
and music publishers as well. The NMC has created a tri-fold brochure and 
single page magazine ads to highlight ways in which the music community 
can support music in our nation’s schools. The ads and brochures are 
available electronically at www.musiccouncil.org. Members were encouraged 
to distribute the brochures at member conventions, and to run the ads in 
journals, magazines, and newsletters.

NAMM, the trade association of the international music products industry, 
is offering free copies of a new SupportMusic.com Community Action Kit, 
which offers step-by-step guidance, action tools and handouts about how to 
support music education in local communities.

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At the 26th annual American Eagle Awards 
Luncheon, special American Eagle honors were 
bestowed to Clive Davis—Chairman of the BMG 
Group of Labels, Broadway music composer 
Sheldon Harnick, and the VH1 Save the Music 
Foundation, which has grown in the past ten 
years into a prime force for music education in 
the nation’s middle schools. 

Clive Davis’ music education credentials 
include a major commitment to the genre through 

his landmark gift to the NYU Tisch School of the Arts, creating the world’s 
first degree-awarded college major in contemporary music, known as The Clive 
Davis Department of Recorded Music. Prior to the luncheon, the Council’s 
annual Leadership in Music Symposium featured a “Conversation with Clive 
Davis,” hosted by NMC Board Member Charles Sanders.

Sheldon Harnick, one of the most prolific of all Broadway composers, 
started his career in the 1950s with musical revues both on and off Broadway. 
Later, with partner Jerry Bock, he created the scores for “Fiddler on the Roof,” 
which won a Tony Award, and for “Fiorello,” which won both a Pulitzer Prize 
and a Tony. Harnick is a member of The Dramatists Guild and The Songwriters 
Guild of America and has always given unstintingly of his time and effort to 
the cause of music education.

VH1’s Save the Music Foundation also has been in the forefront of the drive 
to keep music alive in public schools. During its first decade, the Foundation 
has helped restore and sustain music instrumental programs in more than 
1400 schools nationwide.

During the luncheon, The Marine Park Middle School Jazz Band of 
Brooklyn, recipient of VH1’s largesse, entertained with a group of big band 
style jazz offerings.

Picture 450 acres of woodlands, 
flowers dancing in the summer 
breeze with 32 rustic artist studios 
nestled among its canopy of trees, 
and you might just visualize The 
MacDowell Colony in Peterborough, 
New Hampshire. The Colony was 
founded by American composer 
Edward MacDowell and his wife 
Marian in 1907. The Delta Omicron 
Studio, built in 1927, from support 
from Delta Omicron is one of the 
oldest and most beloved studios. It is 
affectionately nicknamed “Omicron 
Studio” by residents at the Colony.

Throughout 2007, the MacDowell 
Colony has been celebrating its 
founding through year-long activities. 
The Delta Omicron Foundation 
Trustees visited the studio during 
the  2007  Meda l 
Day festivities, part 
of that centennial 
celebration. In the 
D.O. Studio, the 
Trustees presented 
a  l ov e l y  f r a m e d 
keyboard plaque with 
the names of all those 
who donated funds 
toward the memorial 

piano that resides in the studio. 
Dedicated in 1996, the Petzold-
Collyer Piano is in memory of the first 
two Presidents of the Foundation and 
former Fraternity Presidents, Roxine 
Beard Petzold and Adelaide Louise 
Collyer. The D.O. Studio houses 
this Mason-Hamlin grand piano 
but is otherwise sparsely furnished 
in keeping with the MacDowell 
philosophy that there should be 
nothing in the studios that might 
stifle creativity. Our studio is quaint, 
with an enormous fireplace, windows 
emitting wonderful sunlight, and a 
screened back porch for meditation 
or reading. Its exterior features a 
tiled roof, and it rises like a fairy tale 
cottage out of the surrounding forest. 
Artists of all genres have enjoyed the 
D.O. Studio throughout the years.

Upshaw is a member of the vocal studies faculty at the Tanglewood Music 
Center and was named the Charles Franklin Kellogg and Grace E. Ramsey 
Kellogg Professor of the Arts at Bard College in 2005. Ms. Upshaw was born in 
Tennessee and raised in Park Forest, Ill., Upshaw lives near New York City.
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Hope College Chapter Patron
The members of Alpha Chi chapter of Delta Omicron inducted Dr. Huw 

Lewis as chapter patron on Friday, November 2, 2007. Lewis, who is a professor 
of music and college organist, received the honor at a surprise ceremony 
held in conjunction with an organ and orchestra concert held at Dimnent 
Memorial Chapel at Hope College. Alpha Chi members nominated Lewis 
for the award because he represents Delta Omicron’s mission of supporting 
excellence in music and musicianship. “We nominated Dr. Lewis for this 
honor because we as a chapter felt he takes the ideals of Delta Omicron to 
heart and represents them to the students at Hope College,” said Tyler Racey, 
a senior from Ludington who is the chapter’s secretary. “He desires for his 
students to attain the highest possible achievement as musicians and embodies 
them himself as a scholar and performer.” Alpha Chi chapter consists of 17 
members, and the faculty adviser is Linda Strouf. 

Lewis has been a member 
of the Hope College faculty 
since 1990, and his tenure has 
included service as the chair 
of the department of music. 
In addition to performing for 
formal college functions, Dr. 
Lewis teaches organ and music 
theory. Before coming to Hope 
College, Dr. Lewis spent 16 
years as director of music at historic St. John’s Episcopal Church in Detroit, 
where he also founded and directed the St. John’s Bach Society. Dr. Lewis 
is a performing member of the American Guild of Organists and the Royal 
College of Organists and was a featured recitalist at the 1987 International 
Congress of Organists. He has made numerous recordings for the BBC and 
his performances have been broadcast in America and Great Britain. He 
has served on many competition juries, most recently for the 2003 Dallas 
International Organ Competition. Dr. Lewis was born in Wales and studied 
at the Royal College of Music in London, at Cambridge University, and at 
the University of Michigan. 

The concert on Friday, November 2, was presented as part of the college’s 
annual Parents’ Weekend and was the fifth and final performance of the 2007 
Skinner Organ Rededication Series at Hope College.  The concert featured 
the world premiere of the “Concerto for Organ and Orchestra” written by 
Benjamin Boyle through a commission from the college to celebrate the recent 
refurbishing of the historic organ.
